New Medicare Advanced Beneficiary Notification Form

You must start using this October 1st with all Medicare Patients

Attached is the new “ABN” for Medicare. The current form (called the Medicare Discloser or Medicare Waiver by some clinics) is no longer valid after 10/1/02. 

Please start using this new form with all Medicare patients. Summary Key points:

(  You do not need to have the patient sign each visit.

(  Have the patient sign this at the start of care. It must be signed again yearly or when you start a new treatment plan.

(  The top must be filled out, the patient must check yes or no, and it must be signed and dated by the patient.

(  Use this form only for services billed out under the DC. If you are billing MD or PT services, use the general form and complete the “Items and Services” and “Because” boxes individually. 

(  The “Estimated Cost” line can be completed (it doesn’t have to be). You can put in what you think the patient will owe total, or what you think they will owe per visit if Medicare doesn’t pay.
